Wireless Access to the NASA Headquarters Guest Network
Updated: 27-October-2006
Purpose

The purpose of this document is to describe the login process for accessing the Guest Network using a 802.11g wireless card.
Prerequisites

· A laptop with a 802.11g wireless adapter

· Obtain username and password from one of the locations below.

· valid for one (1) day in the Security Office in the West Lobby when you obtain your Visitor badge. 

· valid for two (2) weeks from the User Resource Center (URC) or your IT POC if you are a contractor or NASA Civil Servant.

· valid for two (2) weeks from the Wireless website (http://wireless.hq.nasa.gov/).  This website is available only to users connected to the Private Headquarters Network.

Process
1. Configure your machine to use DHCP if it is not already configured this way.

2. Scan for the network NASA Guest Use Only.
3. Launch a web browser and attempt to connect to any valid website on the internet.  You will be directed to the Captive Portal Login page.

4. Read the Terms of Service (ToS) on this main page.

5. Enter the username and password you obtained previously and click the “Log in” link in the upper left hand corner of the login page.
